I nave the honor to report ihat the 154th HRegiment, New York
Yolunteers, of which I n2d conmand, reacned Gettysburg, Pennsyl-
vania at about 2 o ﬂloc" Foi. of the 1st after a fatigulng azrehr
of 11 ziles froa ne Ianitsturs. Ve were soon ordered by Colonel
Coster, cotmanding our bri;ade, to a positicn about 400 yards in
front of the towde and to the ri..t of the road leadins to Cham-
persburg. e forszed our line of Sattle with the 134th New York
Volunteers on our right and the Z7t- Pennslvania Volunteers on
cur left. Thness three reciucents constituted our wnole force. e
were scarcely intc positicon when tas eneay, who were advancing
in vastly superior nuxbtars in our front, counsnced the attack.
The ground rose aoruptly to tne 1l:ft of our re.izent, and pre-
vented my overlooking th2 snovesent of the eneuy 1n thaat direct-
fon. The Colonel coiaaniing the trizade and the 27th Fennsylvanla
Volunteers were stationed here and I did not apprenend danger un-
less I should Se previcusly warned. /e held the eneny in check in
our front, but thelr line ol vattle telng nuch lonzer than ours
they soon came to our rig“t flanx andjoined in a heavy fire; when
without longer walting to the retreat [ ordered ay cowumnand to fall
Sack in the direction of our lsft.
