Alex Bird Tells of His Trip Over Vir-
ginla Battleﬂ\olds.

On Aug. 8th, 1 received a telegram
from my brother, John Bird, asking
me to join he and my brother James
in Washington, D. C., for a trip to
Fredericksburg and Chancellorsville,
and on the following Monday I left
Ellicottville and joined my brothers in
the union depot at Washington.

As 1 had not beento Washington
gince the close of the war thero were
very few sights that were familiar.
The new Washington is a beautiful
city, with her wide, clean streets and
shady parks. We spent only one day
sight seeing and then starfed. for
Frederickeburg, snd went out the
boulevard to the national cemetery
which contains 12 acres  on  the
Heights just to the left of the Marie
House which stands today as it did
on that fatal Dec. 18th, 1862. -

The sunken or telegraph road at
the base of the hill is just the same as
it was during the assault, and the
road looks as if it had not had a
day’s work laid out on it since that
date. . The old stone wall from which
the Confederates delivered such a
deadly fire on the Union troops,
stands there today overrun with vines
and  briars. On the crest of Maric
Heights and to the west, you can
plainly see the breastwork and the
turrets where the cannon stood, and
why any general would order an as-
gault on such a position, beats me.

The old Or-
ange plank road runs directly west
and follows a ridge of high ground
south of the Rapahannock river, and
is a fairly good farming country for
about five miles and is Pretty well
cleared up.

Four miles out on this road is Salem
church, a brick building where some
fierce fighting was done by Sedgwick’s
troops, May 3 and 4, 1863. One rido
and end of the church is all marked
up with bullets fired during the battle,
and also reveral cannon balls had
struck the church.
