Esley Groat, a well known and
highly respectéd resident of this vill-
age, died at his home, Thursday, Feb-
ruary 8th, 1923, at 8:30 p. m., at the
age of 83 years, 4 months, 20 days.

He was born at Ashford, N. Y., on
October 28th, 1839 and was the son
of Jasper and Marie Groat. On
February 22, 1866, he was united in
marriage to Eleanor M. Hopkins and
came to this village 42 years ago,
where he has since resided.

He enlisted July 28th, 1862, from
Cattaraugus county and was muster-
ed into the U. 8. Servide at James-
town, N. Y., Sept. 24, 1862 as private
to serve for three years in Company
G 154th Regiment, N. Y. Vol,, Infan-
try, under Capts. M. B. Cheney and
W. S. Cameron and Cols. A. G. Rice,
J. H, Jones and D. Garner. The reg-

ade, 2nd Division, 20th Corps, Army
