Geo. W, Hess died Monday evening at}
7.80 of pernicious anaemia, afier an illness

six weeks, -
Mr. Hess was 62 years of age, had been
a resident of Springville for about five years,
and for 54 years bad lived in this immedi-
ale vieinity.

George Washington Hess was born in Heeki-
mer County in August, 1334 His pareutls were
agriculturists, and moved to Ashtord when he
was but eight years ot age.

Arriving at the age of manhood he went to
Jamestown, where he married Miss AmeliaGibbs,
the adopted daughter of Rev,Wni. Look, who was
at oue tixqc pastor of the Springville Baptist

church. .
Later, himselland wile moved toAshford,where

he purchased a farm and sawmill. The lalter

was destroyed by flood a few years afler Mr. Hess
becanic its owner.

In 1852 he cnlisted in Co. G. 154th New York
state Volunteers, and served till the close of the
war. He was active in twenty-three regular en-
gagements, and numerous skirmishes, and at the
Battle of Gettysburg he was taken prisouer, and
for some time was confined in Belle Isle prison.
While a prisoner he suffered sunstroke, and never
entirely recovered from it.

After returning trom the army he purchased
what is known as the ‘“Hess Farm,” situate in
the town of Ashford, four miles from Springville,
where, with the exception of five years spent in
the oil region of Pennsylvania, he lived until 1891,
when he moved to the place where he died, on
Elk street, this village.

Mr. Hess was a true Christian character, hon-
ored and respected by his associates. He had |
held positions of trust in municipal government,
and had i(ept such trust with honesty and integ-
rity. His familiar form and figure, and Kindly |
presence will be missed by all who kuew him.
