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THE DEAD SOLDIER IDENTIFIED.

Tho intimnation io our Jast wock' iskue in
reganl to the identification through tho Ament-
cAN PRESBYTERIAN of the soldier found dead on
tho Gottysburg field, with thoambrotype of tho
threo childron in Lis bands, bas been fully con-
frmed. The facts of tho case are thoso. .A
Miss Shriver, daughtor of tbo Postmaster at
Gettysburg, camo upon tho dead soldier soon
aflor the Latile, lying with bis hands folded on
bis broast, snd tho embrotypo just fallen from
his grasp. 1lo had thrown away most of bis
accoutrements and could in no way be identi-
fied. Sho took the plcture to her father. Dr.
J. F. Bourns of this city, who had been acting
g8 o voluntoer surgeon, bocame scquainted with
Postmastor Sbriver, and thus obtained posecs-
sion of tho rolic. With praisoworthy energy
he has persevered in his offurts to "dlscover
some clue to tho fallen soldier, who bad thus
‘| passed away in tender contemplation of tho
image of Lis dent children, Meanwhile, he in-
duced the fricnds in Gottysburg to mark tbo
grovo in some permancnt manpor, His caro
has boon smply rewarded. S

Ono of tho coples of tho AnMEwICAN PRESBY- -
ERTAN gent to Portville, Cattarsugus Co., near
Olean, N. Y., contalning Dr. Bourns' notice,
reacbed the oyo of & soldier's wifo in that place,
whoghad sont to her busband just such a pic-
turc as deseribed ; nothing bad been heard of
the husband since Gottysburg, ~ Corrospon-
donco was opened with Dr. Bourns; o photo-
geaph copy of the picture was ggat to Portville
by oxpress, and an snswor was-In duo season
returned ; o was the identical picture! The ~
droad certainly of widowbood ond orphanage
Ousbed upon the group with this discovery ;
yet tho severity of the blow was tempered by
the dying aflcction-of the fatbor, by ho tonder
romance of mystery which enveloped the facts
and by the wide-spread interost tho case had
swakenod in potriotic minds. The name of
the soldier was A. Humerton; = His rogimental
position we have not yet learued. .

Dr, Dourns proposes to visit Portville and
return the smbrotype with his own hands,
Ho is promised an enthusisalic reception by
the poople who take o lively interost in the
fumily, It is bopud that a sulllelont sum of
nioney will bo raised by tho salo of the pholo-
graph or otherwise to give cach of the children
n good education, Indced, the iden bos sug-
geated itsolf to somo lurgo minds among us,
tbat the interest ocensioned by this beautiful
gvent might ha turned to the account of sul-
diers’ orphans genorally ; und that an offort
might at this time be sueiessfully made to
1 found and endow in this city o Soldiors’ Or-
[ phans' Asylum on & large senlo,  Wo trust
gtich may by the result.
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
