_tho mysiery of juls solilor was unsolvod. At loogth, four months after the Lattlo, 8
letter arrived withtha intelligenco that o soldier'a wife, at a littio town in Westarn (
Now York, had scen the account of the solllor and his ploture. She hnd sout to hor
Lusband such o ferrotypo on tho ovo of thie Lattie and had since heurd notlhing from
bim. With trombling anxicty sho awsitod tho reply from Doctor Lourns. It come,
onclosing w copy of hot souvonir to hicr husbund—tho fdentical likoness of her chil-
dren—und told tho paluful story thut slio wus a widow, and her throo iittlo ones wers
orphans, . .
Tho unknown soldler was thus ascortainod to bo Amos Tlumiston, late of Portville,
Cnttarnogus County, Now York, ovdorly scrgeant Ju the 15ith X, Y. volunteers,
ey, Iaac G. Ogden, pustor of the Prosbyturiun Church at Portville, wroto respect-
tug the fullen soldicr, that ‘‘lho wasa msn of noble finpulscs, o quict eltizen, & kind
nelghbor, and dovotedly attachiod to bistumnily. When the rebellion fwst took the
form of open War upon the country, Lo was anxlous to oullst,but hissduty to Wis fumily
wned then to be purumount to hils duty to Lis country. Dut after tho disastrowsd
entunsula Campalgn, whon thoro wasn call for threo bundred thousund moroe volun-
tecrs,and when ho reoelvad assuvance from rosponsiblo cltizens thut bis fum!ly sbould
be ourcd for during his nbsenco; then, without the prospect of largo bounty, Lo onlisted
aprivate in tbo 18ith N, Y. 5tato Yolunteers, o wus with his reghnent jn tho Lat-
tie of Chgu\ocllorvlllc, wnd was promoted to the ofico of ordurly scrgeant. At Geottys-
: burg he fought with greut galluntry, and on its bloody feld laid ‘down Lis 1o for bis
