He  told  as  a  "sharpshooter89  of  lying  all  day  in  a  depres-
slon  ±n  the  groundIr and  wlshlng  he  were  thinner  as  the  bullets
whistled  over  hlm®

He  was  a  prisoner  ln  the  Andersonville  Prison  until
exchanged.     Having  lived  for  some  time  on  one  Cup  of  thin  soup
a  day9   they  intended  to  march  the  prisoners  .about  35  miles
one  night  to  the  exchange  polnt®\   A  group  of  soldiers  from

Leong  New  York  put  their,arms  around  each  other  and  when  one
fell  he  was  dragged  until  he  could  regain  his  feet.    About
mid.night  a  very  severe  thunderstorm  occurred  and  lt  became  so
dark L\it  was  necessary  to  halt  until  mornlng®     Thus  many  lives
were  saved.
