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in 25th N. Y. Indpt. L. Art., or the famous Billinghurst Battery of
25 Loupen guus. 'l‘hc command was stationed at New Orleans, and
there given the fumous long range, steel vifle cannon.  “Three thous-
and Texas rangers once tried to tike e Battery: there werts only 156G
of us, but in 15 minutes we had killed, wounded and taken prisoners,
over five hundred, with « loss of fourteen men. While on the Bed Ri-

ver expedition, a shell struek the wheel of my eanunon, the flyine aplin-
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ters striking my left hip and shoulder. T was taken out for demd. il
when T eame to, had my hand on my leg, and said, “Who is (his?”™ ]
was confined in the Main Stoor St James Hospital for 1wo months,
and finally discharged, June, 1863, at K ey West. Once, taking o dis-
patch throngh the rebel lines, Lerawled on hands and knees for i long
time, was captured, but held only @ day and night.  On o moonlight
night as I wmade my way out of the vebel lines, T heavd some vehel eay-
alry coming down the voad, aud 1 slunk into the shade of the hill, on
the north side, One, as he ascended the hilly said, “What makes your
horse sheer out, back there?” and when they had ascended the hill, he
came back within four rods af where I lay, hut they again moved on ~
He wasa faithful and trusted soldier. After 12 years spent in Michi-
gan, six months in Neb. and two years in Wisconsin, in 1877 he set-
tled in this county. 1lis first magringe, to Laura M. Petson, was sol-
emnized June, 1857, Ile was married to Jane Jooth, daughter of Eden
and Susan (Langhan) Booth, Aug. Y, 1884, at Salamanca, N. Y. She
was born Feb. 23, 1846 at Duville, N. Y. James and (ieo. Kendall,
his brothers, were in the service, the former killed at Now Orleans, the
latter was in army of the Potomac. Com. Kendall is an exteemed eiti-
zeny and lives on a pleasant farm near West Salamanen, N, Y.

Charles D. and Savah (Sweet) Kysor were living in Leon, N. Y. when
a son, Nicholas L., hrought sunshine to theiv home, Oct. 253 1802, e
was engagred in farming when he enlisted, Aug., 1862, as o privide in
Co. K, 154th N. Y. V. L., but on aceount of severe  sickness was dis-
charged at Elmira, N. Y. in Oct., same year.  In Sept., ’63 he was
drafted but hired a negro substitute, who served the three years.  In
April, 1865 Com. Kysor re-enlisted, but the wianr having closed he saw
no active serviee, more than the wearisome eight howrs dvilling, cating
sour hread and bean soup. Ve relates this incident: “One Sunday
night we made a raid on the sutlev’s shop. and in ten minates we hal
taken all his provisions, about three thousand  dollars worth, hut as
there were two  thousand of us this dic not amount to much. Next
morning we were all drawn up in line for inspection. "o the great as-
tonishment of the officers, only two articles were found amonyg us all;
one soldier had a razorand the other a strap. They were conrt-mar-
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tiadled and fined three hundreed dollivrs. Tor two days and nights the

regiment lay in veadiness to mareh to the front. At last the Ihees ity
