27 » detachment ot four
thousand men were ordered to capture Brown’s Ferry three and a
half miles below Lookout Mt. This wasan important point as all sup-
plies for the Union forces were sent from Bridgeport, Ala. across this
ferry. 1,500 picked men, among them our comrade, under the gallant
Gen. Hazen in 50 pontoon boats dropped noiselessly down the river,
pussed the vébel pickets and landed on the further side of the stream,
threw up embankments, re-enforced hy the remaining detachment of
2,500 men, built a bridge 900 feet long across the viver and  the
rebels attacked them, but were repulsed. Compade Ningnan shared
the hardships and the glories of his command during the long confliet,
and was slightly wounded at Jonesboro in the left hand. [n July, ’63
he was conﬁnet{in the general hospital at Tullahoma, Tenn. for two
weeks and was sent to Nashville for about a month, and lastly was tak-
en to the Bragg Hospital at Chattanooga for three weeks on account,
of rupture received in service and dinvrhea. Ilis entive career was
characterized by unflinching loyalty and faithfulness. When the morn-
ing of Peace once more dawned upon our fair land, then the boy in
blue was given his well-earned discharge July 9,1865 at Cleveland, 0.
