W. 11. Lincoln of Hamlet, N. Y., died
Tuesday last, of consumption "and a com-'
phéation of diseases brought on by army
service. Mr. Lincoln was a native el
Grafton, Vi, and was about forty-five
years.of age.  Upon the death of his fath-
er in the summer of 1556 he, with other
members of the family came to this county,
and lived in Eist Otto. IHe afterwards
envlei'ednslore in Springville, where he
lived_until just before the war, when he
returned to Vermont, engaging in business
at Rutland, Soon after the opening of the
late war, he returned to this county, and
upon the organization of the 1354th Regt,
was made Second Lieutenant of Co. B.
After a few m onths’service, he resigned
his commission en account of ill health,
and came heme, lle apain enlisted, in
the fall of 1863 in the 16th N. Y. cavalry,
and remained in the army until the close
of the war. It was a part of this regiment
that captured Booth, assassin of Iresident
Lincoln. Upon his™ discharge from the
army, Mr. Lincoln returned to - Vermout,
where he resided a few years, when he
went to New Iampshire. After living
there a few years he went to Lowell,
Mass., where he resided until 1881, when
he returned to this state taking up his res-
idence in Dunkirk., IIis health soon be-

service, and for the last five years he has
suffered greatly.,  Aliout a year ago he
was granted a petision of $24 a mouth,
but the applicnlion‘ was no¢ made 1n time
to secure arrears. For the last four or five
few months ago, when he moved to ITam-
let to takecharge of a store. ~Ile was able
10 sttend to his busiress, (with some inter-
ruptions) until last week, when he began®
to grow \orse, Ilis death was quite sud-
den and unexpected.
