Washington. Mrv. Locke was never’
wounded, but he was taken prisoner
and confined in Libby Prison aud nlsc
at Belle Isle.
* At'the close of the war Mr., Locke,
went to Jamestown, where he became
editor of the Jamestown Journal, He
married Miss Nettie Fox of that city, .
who died a few years later. Mr, Locke
came to Buffalo and became associated
with the Buffalo Courier as telegraph
editor. He remained there for twenty
vears oruntil the paper changed hands.
After leaving the Courier, Mr. Locke
went to the Enquirer, but did not re-
main there long. Mr. Locke later be-
came interested in the East Aurora
Advertiser.
Mr. Locke is survived by a widow,
two children, Frances and John, and
one brother, Samuel Locke of Pitts-
burg, and one sister, Mrs. Esther I\ul .
bach of Cattarangus. Franklin D}
Locke of this city is u cousin of the de
ceased. The funeral was held Sundu)
afternoon and the burial was in FFores'
awn.—Buffalo Express.
