Aundrew and Betsey Johnson Lockie wereliving in the town of Machias
when n son was born to them May 22, 1839.  lle was cengaged as a
blacksmith in Humphrey, N. Y. when the War of Rebellion began;he
enlisted Oct. 21, 1861 at Cuba, N. Y. in Co. 1, Gth N. Y. V. Cav., lra
Harris 2d Provincinl. At Staten Island in Dec., 1861 he was acei-

dentally struck on left side of head by a horse shoc thrown on the toe”

of his comrade Wilcox; he was 17 days unconscious, and was discharg-
ed Jan. 23, 1862 at York, Pa., but re-enlisted Aug. 28, 1862 at 1Tnn-
phrey in Co, G, 154th N. Y. V. L., 21 Div., 11th A. C. Because of his
injury he was confined in hospital at Camp Scott and from there sent
to York, Pa., where first discharged. While in 154th be was confined
in Findlay Hospital, Washington, with fever and epileptic fits; was
sent to Broad and Pine St., Philadelphia, then to corner Heh and But-
tonwood, and Lastly to corner of Gth and Race Sts., Philadelphia, where
he was discharged Feb. 65,1863, May 11, 1864 he again enlisted in Co.
D, 169th N. Y. V. L. Among his many battles we name Cold Tharbor,
Explosion of the Mine, before Petersburg; while here he carvied his
major, J. B. Sloan, to the rear after his wounding, and when Capt.
Win. Bird was struck in the knee cap Com. Lockie-helped him to the
rear. “I once found & man by the name of Spour wounded in front of
Petersburg, and cut the grape shot out of his hack with my knife.” Tle
was discharged May 12,1865, Sept. 14, 1867 at Olean, N. Y. he he-
came the honored husband of Cynthia L. Waite, daughter of John 11
and Betsey Dann Waite.  Four children are the seals of this union,
Herman J. b. Sept. 4, 1868, Bell C. b. June 71870, May A. b. May,
1874, and Ernest b. Mar. 29, 1884. Grandfather Lockie and her grand-
father Abijah Dann both served in the Revolution. e is a member
of the Rust Post, 867, and lives in a pleasant home in W. Salamanca,
New: York. From Staten Island to York, Pa. on bharge “Coxacea,”
was towed by “Thomas P. Way:” drifted onto a sandbar off Sandy
Mook, and were found by the “Cinderalla, * and towed  to Blizabeth
Port by the UGinderallaand *“Red Jacket.™

FREDERICK M. LIPTLE

A son of William and Tourana  (Manwaring) Little, was horn Nov.
27,1840 in Farmersvillo, N. Y. He was engaged in farming when the
cruel War of the States began, and enlisted as a private May 13, 18-
61, at Machias, N. Y., in Co. I, 20 N. Y. Excelsior, or TIst N. Y. V.
I., Sickle’s Brig., Ilooker’s Div., 3d A. C. Before the end of hix car-
cer he ranked as orderly sergeant. T'he long list of battles in which
our comrade risked his life include some of the bloodiest ol the war,
Fair Oaks, Chickaliominy Swamps, Seven Duys Retreat, Malvern
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ilill, Bristoe Station. 2d Bull Run, Chancellorsville. ('wu_\'.\hurg.v
Manassas Gap, Wilderness, Spottsylvania, Cold avhor, on June 18
hefore Petersbure and Peach Ovchard. T\ ngust, l.‘\"li'_’.. e was con-
fined in the hospital at Alexandria, from thenee to Washingtou, and
finally to Philadelphia on account of rheumatism caused by his hard
service. e was slightly wounded in the back hy a pece ot shell at
Gettyshurg, and at Chancellovsville the vebels eame over the works
and they were obliged to vun: his hat blew oft hut it ix necdless to sy
he did not stop to getitor count the buttons on the pursuing rebel s
cont.
