From the Army.

Correspondence of the OEHW Fresman. ’
Oonvarkscrnt Cawr,
Avexawouii, Va., June 14, 1863.

Thinking a few lines from 8. prisoner will
not be entirely without interest to the readers
of the Freeman, I send you the following coui-
| munication. We struck tents and broke camp
on the morning of the 13th of April, and star-
ted for some place in Dixie. It was a beauti-
ful spring morning, and all nature looked gay.
and the flowers bloomed an8l looketl lovely as
they Kissed the feet of the weary soldier as he
walked the pathof duty and fame. On we
went, ‘crossing valleys and passing over hill
tops until about ten o'clock, when we came to
a halt, and the Colonel ordered us to load our
guns ; after which we started on our tramp
and marched until noon, and then stopped
and took dinner in an open field. There was
& 'house standing near by, so some of us tho't
it best to go up and see the folks. We. found
two beautiful young ladies, who were very
pleasant and agreeable, After a short time we
asked the mistress how far we would go before
finding our friends that webad come to see
Her reply was that we would see them sooner

than she wished ; said she bad a sizter in the
North, and would like to go and see her very
much, but she could not get through our lines.
Hark | the bugle sounds, and the column is
under motion. On we go until night, when
we come to & balt in an open field near a
Sbutch.., This is. called Heartwood Churgh, In
this building tbe man of God bas preached sal-
vation-lo mankind. But now how chabged |
The squirrel now leaps over the floor, and the
wild bird screams where oncce the choir gave
splendid music, We remained at this place
over night, and during the time conversed with
many citizens, One married lady said she
pupposed we were on oor way to Richmond,
but we would never get there except as prison-

ers, and was. quite lavare on the batefol Yan-
kees. !
The next morning lt six o'clogk we were

again on the march, passing over a rough coun-
try, and mot very thickly populated ; but
when we did come to a house, we found about
five women toone man, as the men are nearly
all in the Rebel service. We conlinued our
march, and 5 o'clock ». . found uson the
bank oi the Rappabannock at Kelley's Ford ;
here we stopped near & piece of woodsand took
supper, having traveled about thirty miles in
two days. We remained here two weeks, du-
ring which time we did much picket doty.—
The river at this place is about fifteen rods
wide, and is& very rapid stfeam. At last the
rest of the army came up, and we began to
make preparations to cross. We knew the en-
emy was on the opposite side of the stream,
but be did not show himself very oiten.. One
night as I was walking along on the bank of
the river I heard some one speak, and upon
Jooking up I saw & man on the opposite side.
He ask ed me if our boys shot pickets. I told
bim po, and asked bim 1o what regiment he
belonged, He replied, to the 2d North Caro-
lins, and added that he was sick of the war
and thought it oughbt to close. We purted
wishing each other well, and I do mot know
as I bave seen him since.
