When the intelligence of the recent bloody
battle at Chancellorsville first reached vs, and
our eyes rested upon the appalling list of kill-
ed and wounded in the heroic 154th New York,
we saw, at the bead of the dismal column, the
name of Adjutant Samuzs C. Novss, Jr.,
among the latter number. Before our paper
was issued, however, conflicting reports con-
cerning his fate were in circulation, some as-
serting that he was dead, and others that he
was badly wounded and a prisoner in the bands
of the Rebels. Fearing that if we gave cre-
dence and currency to the lalter report we
would give rise to hopes in the hearts of bis
numerous friends that later intelligence might
cruelly dispel, or that if we announced his
death we might inflict unnecessary pain, we
made no mention whatever of his case, resolv-
ing to wait for further and more reliable devel-
opments. But & telegram from A. G. Rick,
Esq., received on Monday last, removes all
doubt, and confirms our most painful appre-
bensions. Adjutant Noyrs is dead—Dhe fell at
the post of duty, while bravely cbeering and
urging on bis men, He was a young man of
fine abilities and liberal education—of prepos-
sessing appearance and address—a fluent and
attractive speaker—a pleasant and genial com-
panion—a warm and steadfast friend—and a
kind and devoted husband.
