July 1, 1865 he was given his honorable discharge at
Washington. ~ Edwin and William Osgond, his hrothers, were also
members ot Co. C, 154th N. Y. V. L; the former was captured at Get-
tysburg, held at Bell Isle and died of starvation in a rebel hospital.

Ile hravely
met the enemy in battles of Chancellorsville, Gettysburg, Chattanoc-
ga, Missionary Ridge, Lookout Valley, Kenesaw Mt.. Peach T'ree
Creek, Rocky Fuced Ridge, Reseca, hefore Atlanta, “March to the
Sea,” and the campaign in the Caroiinas, ending with Snow il and
the Benett House.
