D r . S. V . Fool d ied at his home in 
O t t o F r i d a y m o r n i n g , Oct . 18th. He 
had not been in good hea l th for some 
t i m e , but the fatal i l lness was only of 
about a'week's d u r a t i o n . T h e disease 
was of a net ira lg ie character , and cen­
tered at last at the hear t , and the most 
vigorous measures of the a t t e n d i n g and 
cour.selllng physicians could not. b r e u k 
i t s ho ld . 

D r . Pool was born in RprinL » "v i l Ie , N . 
Y . , March 14, 1837. He was a graduat.> 
of the S p r i n g v i l l e Academy, and th.o 
BiitTalo M e i l i e a l C o l l e j ^ i e , n.tid a t t f M u l e d 
le<.'lnres at l l u ; J td iVr . -^on M e d l c M l C o l ­
lege i n P h i i a d t d p h i a . H e l o o a i ' ^ d in 
O l i o in 18()T, a n d b e c a m e one of the 
most s i K X ^ e s s f n i m e d i c a l p r . u r t . i l i o a c r s 
in the c o u n t y . 

D r . Pool was a v e t e r a n of t h e w a r of 
the rehel l ion , h a v i n g en l i s t» 'd in the 
154th I l e g t . N . Y , Vo ls . , in September, 
1B62. He was commissioned as F i r s t 
L i e u t o o a n t o f Co, H , and o a r l i c i p a l e d 
In the battles of Chancel lorsvl l le and 
G e t t y s b u r g . W i t h a large p a r t of the 
r eg iment ho was taken prisoner at 
G e t t y s b u r g , and,. wasL.c<mfined succcji=L ' 
sively in rebel prisons at L i b h y , Macon, 
Ga., and Char les ton , S. C , and Char ­
l o t t e . A f t e r an impr i sonment of 20 
months he escaped f rom the prison a t ! 
Char lo t te , and after four weeks of h i d - ! 
i n g In the woods and wander ing in the 
Blue Ridge mountains, succeeded i n 
reach ing the Federal l ines at French 
Broad R i v e r , SO miles above Kno.xvl l le . 
T e n n . Upon reaching the Uri ion army 
he went immediate ly to Wash ington 
and reiHirted for d u t y 

Dr . P(U)1 was a l i f e long i rcpubl iean, 
and was honored by his ] )arty by an 
election to the board of supervisory for 
three terms, a n d to the assembly of the 
state for the years 1878 1). He was a 
legislator who su>ad h i g h in the esteem 
b l K i s colleagues, be i t jg a man of broad 
Intel l igence and unswerv ing i n t e g r i t y . 

H e leaves a widow and two c h i l d r e n , 
D r . B r e t Poole, a successful medical 
p rac t i t i oner i n L o w e l l , Mass., and M r s , 
M a r k Beusley of Buf fa lo , 

T h e funeral was held on Sunday at 1 
p. m. i n the Congregational c h u r c h a t 
O t t o , Rev . Johnson, a former pastor of 
the c h u r c h , o f f ic iat ing. T h e bearers 
were colleagues of the deceased i n the 
County Medical Society. 

D r . Poors death w i l l be widely 
mourned by those who h i g h l y regarded 
h i m as a man and a physic ian of s k i l l 
and sound judgment .—Cattaraugus Re­
publican.
