A
mong his battles we record Warrentown Junction, Wilderness, Pe-
tersburg, R.upulu'n R. R.,and on Custer’s vaid when Gen. Winthrop
wns shot. At Five Points he was promated to color-bearer sergeant.
‘I no sooner took the flag than the staff was shot from my hands. 1
captured seven stands of colors while on this raid:  We went in num-
bering 700 and came out with 250. While on the Washington and
Petersburg R. R. we captured 82 car-loads of rebel sick and wounded.

e wag in nine battles and was within 33 feet of Lee when he surren-
dered. During the Wilderness campaign he wasinjured by jumping
in a ditch, sprained his ankle and was confined in Chester hospital,
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Pa. forfive months ~ Nov., 1864 he was given a 30 day furlough, join-
ing command before Petersburg.  While on the South Side R. K., at
night, on a detuil to cut wood, he was captured, but when it grew ve-
vy dark he escaped, was fired on, but got back to the line. Having
served his country faithfully, iie was discharged, June, 1863, at Alex.
