Merrick B, Price, Civil. War
veteran, one of the oldest men in
Chautauqua County and 4 resident
of Falconer for nearly 25 years,
died at his home in South. Work
Street, Falconer, Saturday morn-
ing at 5 o'clock, aged 94 vears, 5
months and 12 days. He is sur-
vived by two sons, Alson II. Price
fl Aand Marvion J. Price of James-
town and four daughters, - Mrs,
Emma E. Harmon of South Day-
ton, Mrvs, Minnie J. Terry of Pon-
tiae, Mich., ang Muys. Alta L. Lock-
wood and Mrs. Florence A, Phelps
of PPanama, Z )

Mr. Price was born at Steam-
burg, February 18, 1833 and spent
his entire lifetime in Western New
York and in Warren County, Pa.
He enlisted in Company IS, 154th
New York Volunteer Infantry on
Augnst 27, 1862 and served until
Dedember 7th ‘of that year, when
he was honorably discharged by
reason of physical disability. In
September, 1862, before the 154th
left for the front, he secured a
furlough and was maurried at Leon,
six children being born “to this
union. F¥or several years he serv-
§ ed as constable at Conewango and

later was engaged in farming for
ceveral years at Bear Lake, Pa, He
Wwas a member of James M. Brown
Post, Grand Army of the Repub-
lic of Jamestown.

The funeral will be held from
the home this (Monday) after-
noon at 2 o’clock. FBurial will be
in the Allen Cemetery,
