Dear unkle I have been wanting to write to you along time but have
always ne.lected Lell uow Lo du 1 tuuLhC;uhuL 1 woulad Lry to tell you
what 1 have been doing since 1 have been in Fenselvany on July lst we
ware at emetsbirg kd and started in the worn.ng for this place marched
all the four moon and it raining a good dcal of the time we heard the
cannon severall milds ot ¢o we Linew whal was ahed we came in on ahill
at the beuring ground and commenced to shell the enemy whlle we eal
dinner and cleand our guns then they took us and they 136 Ny redg
thrugh the toun forming a line of battle and lay dowm behind a fince to
wate tell they came up they soon came in front of théy 134 to our rite
and began to fire 1 fiercd twise and hed my cun loaded redy to fire a
gain when a spint ball it me on the bone under the leaft eye then droped
on the grown it wmade we quiie disey for a spell 1 then feit on they
ground to if 1 couli Jind vhe bull X and there 1t was but 1 théught 1
WOuld go back in cuc docters care but thaught best to crawl along on the
groynd but had not pon fir before they redgement started back dubble
quick 1 got ut and wenl as [ast any of themzbut'when we got to fhey
road it was full of rebbcls and thcy wore cégeinglup behind us so there
we had to stay and but few got away they made us lay down our guns and
marched us of they then called for all wounded men to cong out and 1
wentvalong and they took us Lo a house where there ware a lot of their
nouned there we stayed tell the 4th when we found oursclves al libberty
to go whereo pleace our docter cawe LO us and told us to o the 1l
Corp fospatal as many as could walk and he would send tems to cary the
rest and 1 went thel'c and they sat me to work i kunow nothin about hqw
long 1 shall have to stuy heic but i hope the war will stop so soon that
4 will not have to ¢o back to verfinia 1 expected to be to home bafore

\now but 1 must stay tell 1 can come i must now got to dinner good day
