He entered the army in the fall of
1862. He was one of eleven Welsh-
men who enlisted from the town of
Freedom. under the recruiting serv-
ices of Mr. Wiiliam Charles. He was
wounded in the shoulder.in the bat-
tle of Chancellorviile, on May 2d,
1863. After he was wounded he 3
crawled into some bushes, and there
he remained for some time until the
shades of night came-to his rescue,
when in some way which he himself
could not expiain, he escaped being
taken prisoner and reacbed the union
line before morning. He was taken
to the hospital and received the best
of care and attention. In this battle
the union army suffered a loss of over
17,000 in kilied and wounded.

He boasted of a higher citizeuship
—the citizenship of heaven. He enlis-
ted in Zion's army when very young,
and continued through life to be a
brave soldier of the cross. His re-
ligion was not a mere superficial pro-
fession, but the growth of deep con-
viction. = As such it controlled his
whole life and activities.
