CAPT. EDWIN B. OLMSTEAD.

There are nfew scenes during our great civil conflict which have neves
heen recorded, scenes which throw light upon the chavacter of the men
engaged. The scene in question occurred in the private oftice of Scc.
Stanton.  Gen. Frauklin, accompanied by Capt. Edwin B. Olmstead
of Co. I1, 4th 0. V. L., vode at full speed into Washington, down 14th
St. and Pa. Ave. and Jialted in front of Stanton’soffice. I'he Captain
had been wounded and with great difficulty he ascended the office step.
Stanton at once recognized them and Franklin went forward to the
window und explained in brief the peril of Pope’s army, as it had heen
