• 'A f t e r my cap tu re , 1, with the other pr isoners , was marched hack 
a n d forth in the s t ree ts of Pe te r sburg , l ocked a rms w i th a negro, to 
keep the U n i o n forces from she l l i ng the c ity . A l l my va luab les were 
t a k e n , i n c l u d i n g 987 .00 , hat , have r sack . O n the afternoon of A u g . 4 , 
we were taken to L i h b y pr ison, glad to get some she l te r from tln^ sun 
and to rest. W h e n the rol l was sounded and the wretches wenHiiKMl 
up, some, bent by t l ie ir awful sufferings, were eoinmanded by t in - rebe l 
officers to s t ra ighten up; they could not, so tli(> rebels j u m p e d upon 
them and k icket l them in the s tomach to make them. My <|narleis 
wei-e on the second Hoor d i rect ly over the L ibby s ign. Kd . A n d r e w s , 
brother of C o m r a d e .Ieroiiio A in l r ews . was 1st duty s i i rgeanl o f my 
company. H e was s lowly dy ing , but even in clcatli could not forget 
the wants of others . •Take my boots and trade tbem for tobacco for 
yourse l f , I sha l l not need them, ' he said. H e r e was a g r aml , heroic 
sou l whoso memory has been cher i shed with s a c n a l n c s s by his own 
comrades. A f t e r we were t rans fer red to D a n v i l l e in D e c , 18G4, no 
t ices were posted in the pr ison to induce pr i soners to work on tlie for­
tif ications, offering r ewards of prov is ions for the i r serv ices . E i g h t 
went out, two from our floor. T h e y came b-^ck a t n i g l i t with their 
rewnr i l s : we went over and pounded them unt i l they were about dead. 
O n the morrow when the rebel officers came aga in for the pri.soneis 
lor the fortif ications they saw the i r condi t ion ami e ight men of our 
n u m b e r were p icked out by the p r i 9 o n e r . s as hav ing a part in their 
pounding; thev were bucked and gagged every morn ing and placed 
with faces to toe sun for 8 days . T h e pr i soners wiio had w o r k c l on 
the fortif ications were never seen aga in . Co lored pfiaoners waited on 
white boys ve ry k ind l y , and the whites upon the colored, but never 
the co lored upon the colored, for the b lack man is susp ic ious of h is 
own.
