Reel Big Fish isa Southern California
ska-punk band known for its hyperkinetic
stage shows, juvenile humor, ironic covers
of new wave pop songs and metallic
sounds of ska. The band’s music became
mainstream in the summer of 1997, when
the single “Sell Out” became amodern
rock radio and MTV favorite.

Based in Huntington Beach,
Cadlifornia, Reel Big Fish wasoriginaly a
trio comprised of vocalist/guitarist Aaron
Barrett, bassist Matt Wong and drummer
Andrew Gonzales. At that stage, the group
was a conventional rock band with pop-
metal leanings that covered both classic
rock and Top 40 songs.

players. Reel Big Fish had a difficult time
maintaining a stable horn section, and it
took several years before their final lineup
featuring Tavis Werts on
trumpet, Scott
Klopfenstein also on
trumpet and vocals and
Grant Barry and Dan
Regan both on trombone,
fell into place.

This new and final
lineup of Reel Big Fish
recorded their debut
album, Everything
Sucks, in 1995, and
released it themselves.
Everything Sucks became a word-of-
mouth underground hit in ska-punk and
college circles. Following its success, the
band signed with the indie label Mojo
Records. The label president, Jay Rifkin,
and former Oingo Boingo bassist John
Avila co-produced Turn the Radio Off,
Reel Big Fish'sfirst album for Mojo.

Bonaventure University will
ost its 6 annual National Girls
d Women in Sports Day from

8:30 am. to 2 p.m. Thursday, Feb. 17, in
the Reilly Center.

The theme for thisyear is“More
Than A Game,” and the keynote speaker
will be Margie Holland, former Bradford
AreaHigh School varsity girls
basketball coach. Holland will receive
the Distinguished Achievement Award,
aswill MarthaAltmire, Olean High
School varsity girls' basketball coach.

Throughout the day, middle and
high school girls from around the
Southern Tier of New York and the
Northern Tier of Pennsylvaniawill be
invited to participate in arange of
athletic activities and workshops. Those
listed in the program are: strength/
conditioning, injury prevention/care,
kayaking, self-defense, pilates and
“When Women Played Hardball.” There
will also be a presentation, “Running: A
Nigerian Experience,” by Mary
Adekson, Ph.D., of St. Bonaventure.

Holland grew up in the 1940s
playing baseball with the neighborhood
boys, according to an article in The
Bradford (Pa.) Era. She played on the
All-American Girls Baseball Touring
team during the summer of 1956. In
1966, Holland started the girls’
basketball and track programs at
Bradford Area High School. She
organized the first District 1 X Basketball
League for girlsin 1970 and the team
won seven consecutive District 1X titles.

In 1974, Holland filed a complaint
with the labor relations board concerning
equal pay. Holland and her assistant
coach filed alawsuit under Title IX
against the school district in 1976 for
equal pay. The case went to court in
1977, with aruling in Holland's favor.
This lawsuit set a precedent for equal
pay in Pennsylvania.

Holland taught health, physical
education and driver education in the
Bradford Area School District for 26
years and received the Big 30 Girls
Coaching Award.

In 1998, the Margie Holland Award was
created to be given annually to the girls’
coach of the year, according to Chuck
Pollock, sports editor for The Times Herald
in Olean.

Also winning the Distinguished
Achievement Award is MarthaAltmire,
Olean High School varsity girls' basketball
coach. Altmireis currently in her 34" season
at Olean High School, according to Jim
Melaro, sports writer for The Times Herald.
Altmire has claimed more than 450 wins
during her time at Olean High School, said
Melaro. Her winning record ranks among
the highest for Big 30 girls basketball. The
Martha Altmire Award is given annually to
the best girls’ basketball player of the year.

The origins of this annual program were
in 1987, when the first National Girls and
Women in Sports Day was celebrated to
commemorate volleyball player Flo Hyman
(1954-1986). Hyman was an outstanding
athlete and led other athletes to work for
equality for women’s sports. Thisday isfor
celebrating the long, rich history and
achievements of girls and women in sports.

The mission of National Girlsand
Women in Sports Day is “to celebrate,
advocate, recoghize and educate about the
participation of girls and women in physical
activity and sport.”

Sponsoring this program, coordinated
by Dr. Marybeth P. Miller, associate
professor of physical/elementary education
at SBU, are: SBU Department of Physical
Education, SBU Department of Athletics,
Olean YMCA, Greater Olean Area Chamber
of Commerce, and the Olean Medical
Group.
