Dennis then gave a tour of his “new” archives areas for both storage and work.
PROGRAM:  Today’s topic was “Use of Archival Material in Games for Education.  Dennis supplied a handout of references and sources for simple and more complex game development. Among those highlighted were:  ProfHacker and proprofs.com/games/create-game/.  Another mentioned source is Scripto which enables crowdsourcing transcription of documents.
He shared some of what he, himself, has developed including a timed quiz format on “How Well Do You Know St. Bonaventure University,” which used buildings, statutes, etc. around campus as an interesting way for students to get to know the campus.  He also talked about crossword puzzles developed around a particular topic.

There is open source software which allows you to develop games, tag photos, etc.  


Use of various archival sources as the background for games (board, card, computer) was also discussed.  Students can research a topic (e.g. Vikings, Underground Railroad, congregation or institution history) and develop a game format using the information.
