DISCUSSION:   After a visit to the Mercy Heritage Center the group reconvened.  S. Mary shared information on an ongoing project which is in its earliest stages:  the possible establishment of an archives for the collections of Franciscan Third Order Regular (TOR) collections.  There is a steering committee of archivists and leadership people from approximately 12 TOR entitities across the U.S.

There was also some discussion on various projects to update congregational and institutional histories.  Often such projects are connected with celebrations of various congregations and institutions.  It was noted that 2019 marks the 200th anniversary of the Sisters of St. Mary of Namur.  2020 is the 150th anniversary of Canisius College 2021 will be the 100th anniversary of the founding in Buffalo of the Grey Nuns of the Sacred Heart.  It was suggested that we might want to focus one of our meetings on how the archivist could be/should be involved in preparations for such celebrations.
