d'he impressive' portico leading into the spacious lohhy is twe'iily feel high with a Spanish 
till'd roof. 'The octagonal lobby is lighted by four roinidi'd rose windows and by a gihh'd 
hand earxi'd (handelier. Fairencf'-liiK'd tile covers the xestibiile Moor and the walls are 
IrimiiK'd in black walmil. Four sides of the lobby ha\e bnill-in glass enclosi'd dis|)lay cases 
for the exhibition of ran' books and inannsciipls. On the Moor of IIk' lobbx is a star shafied 
design coinposi'd of rare kinds of iinjiorted Italian marble. Directly opposite the entrance 
is the charging desk, built of diamond-shaped, inlaid panels. Above the desk is a large 
Homan-arched, amber glassi'd window, d'o the rear of the desk are kept the lih's, cafiable of 
handling three hmidn'd thousand or more card catalogs. liehind these (iles, through a grilled 
iron gateway is located the three miles of stack space.

bo the right of the foyer, behind antiepie red gates is the Father Hamptiillius Hoorn, d’his 
room named in honor of the first JTesident of St. lionaventnre ('ollegeis a replica of the 
famous d'heology Hoorn in the old Library. To the riglit of this room is the lire proof heat- 
controlled vault, wherein are kept tlie acient, pricele.ss books and art treasures. A massive 
safe-like door guards the entrance to his treasure vault.

d'he offices of the Lifirarians are located on either side of the loliby. On a slightly higher 
level is the j)eriodical room for the current Tiewspapers and magazines.

In the main reading room, which is over one hundred feet in lengtfi, there are eighteen 
large hand made tables; each table has two fieautiful modernistic lamps wfiich serve to 
illuminate the room. At the extreme end of the spacious readin;; room is the browsing 
corner, the center of which is a huge fireplace.

The new library has so many outstanding features that it is difficult to cite them all 
but to forget mentioning the ceiling would be unpardonable. The ceiling is made of acoustic- 
celetox, and is specially treated against sound. On the mezzanine, overlooking the main 
reading room is a small l)alcony to be used by speakers. Winding stairs lead to the ground 
floor which contains seminar rooms, a treasure vault and the book binding and catalog 
department.

The Library is indeed a monument to the generosity of Col. Michael Friedsam and the 
vision and industry of Father Albert O’Brian, O.F..M. Their names will be ever held in 
Benediction at Bonaventure and “their work shall live after them.”

indication of action on the part of the I nited States Covernment, to carry out their rlecision to 
install a Reserve Officers Training Corps as part of Ihe Saint Jfonaventure Cfjllege curriculum. \\ ilh 
typical -Vrtny efficiency, a motor shed was erected housing Ihe material for a fully etpiipped battery 
of French 75 mm. guns and adjoining this motor shed, a su[)ply room and office.

Ouring the Summer of Ihifh, Captain Clarence F. Murray arri\ed on campus, followed by the 
Commanding Officer of our Artillery Idht, Major Derril deS. Trenhohn. The Major took over Ihe 
supervision of preparations, to have all factors running smoothly for the start of the Fall Semester.

Some ninety-.six students enrolled in the first year basic course, undergoing their baptism of 
military training on McOraw-Jennings Athletic Field in the form of foot-drill. Once again Ihe 
campus echoed with the staccato hark of sharp connnands, silent in this respect since the discon­
tinuance of Ihe St. Bonavenliire StudetUs Army Training Corps at the close of the World War.

Will) eleven “ Iron Men,” sixiv-minute veterans of Iwo seasons, and a (rooj) of unseasoned re­
serves, the Id-own Indians faced a stitf seven-f'-anie schedide. This weifrhty assignment demanded 
the services of a powerful, flawless grid-machine operating at full speed ahead in every conflict, a 
feat which was not perfected until mid-season, when a contingeid of first-year men were moulded 
into the capacity of capable replacements.

Although the ".'57” season was not glamorously studded with decisive victories, in every encounter 
the Bona-men distinguished themselves as a hall club worthy of rec-ognition in any grid circle. Not 
unworthily did the Beilly-men meet any foe; not ingloriously did they emerge.

After weeks of arduous pre-season training under the command of Mike Beilly aiuf Kd Jontos, 
two accomplished grid meidors, a sturdy hand of Brown Indians lined up for its opening kick-olf 
at Khhets field. New 't ork City, against “Chick" Meehan's big, powerful “.laspers” of .Manhattan 
C.ollege. This opener, billed as a Manhattan “warm-up,” saw several thousand “ Manhattanites” 
steamed up to an uncomfortable realization of the inevitable. Twice the Bonnies led their vaunted 
rivals. “Oats" Odorisio cros.sed the pay-off stripe in the first period on a twenty-nine yard }>ass 
from .lohnny Labas. Again in the opening minutes of the second half, Danny O'nonnell stunned the 
12,000 “,las[)er" gathering by a magnificent seventy-four yard end-swee[), which terminated our 
scoring for the afternoon. Manhattan’s markers came early in the second (piarter, late in the second 
half, and the final seven [)ointer, the deciding tally, was accomited for in the last chai)ter. When the 
final gun barked, ending hostilities, a gallant Bona team trailed 21 to 12. dlie |)restige that the Bona 
gridders attained in the Metropolitan district is attested by a remark of Arthur ,1. Daley of the 
\ew  York Times, “ Manhattan seemed to think the Bonaventure game was going to be a mild little 
workout that wouldn’t even draw a bead of perspiration, desf)ite the heat of the day, but St. Bona­
venture, fighting grimly from start to finish, had other ideas. ’Phe Brown showed not the slightest 
re.spect for the “.Jaspers.” It gummed off-tackle plays, covered f)as.ses, and generally maltreated the 
favored brigade from the Bronx.”

After a five day furlough, the Indians swung into action at Latrohe, Pa., to exchange grid tactics 
with the fo(jthallers of St. Mncent’s College. The Bonnies, lacking the effectiveness which character­
ized the great Manhattan show, bowed to the innies” in their second seasonal defeat. Two un­
tort unate mishaps, an intercepted pass, and an untimely fumble, paved the way for the opponents 
scores. The curtain fell with the Bonnies the victims of a 13 to 0 upset.

The following week, a Bonaventure eleven incapacitated by injuries fought gamely but un­
successfully, in combating the devastating onslaughts of Andy Keif’s Colgate "Red Raiders.” The 
34 point shut-out is not exemplary of the Bona exhibition. For sixty minutes our line repulsed the 
savage attacks of the “Raiders.” Steve Cilbert, rangy left wing-man, won the admiration of Colgate’s 
famed coach by his constant slaughter of the big “Red” interference. The Colgate aerial attack, 
clicking to perfection throughout the encounter, caused the destruction of the Brown and White.

On to Niagara was the next command. The Purple Eagles with four marks in the win column were 
heavy over the Bona Club, whose win column was still blank. I t was the first .seasonal meeting of 
the two "Little Three” competitors. For eleven Bona seniors, this was their last crack at Niagara. 
Prompted by this incentive, an all-powerful Bonaventure squad upset all pre-game predictions, 
toppled the Eagles from the undefeated class, gloriously annexed their initial 14 to 7 coiupiest and 
set the Bona grid machine off “full speed ahead.”

Fortified by an unyielding front wall, the Indians tomahawked the “Eagles” (defense unceasingly.) 
Ted Stewart accounted for the two six-point markers, while "Al” Owens capitalized on both after 
touch-down attempts. Hank Bunoski, erstwhile Bona center-man, carried on noble in his new role 
of a half-back, and was far superior to any hall-carrier of the day.

The crushing score 
which lilolted Ihe hopes of an nndefeali'd "Tommie” season came in the opening mimiles of the 
second half. Danny O'Donnell, sjieedy hack, dashed thirl\-nine >ards to Ihe jiav-olf stripe, and 
"One Minute” Owens again honorahly ollicialed in the extra point cenmionies. The "Tomcats” 
retaliated with a lonchdown marker in the final frame.

Charging the Bonnies with an olf-side play, Ihe Tommies were allowed Iwi) alelmiits instead of 
Ihe usual one for converting the extra point. The Big ihirple clnh failed in both instances, and Ihe 
"Ifrown Indians'' by a 7 to 6 count tacked Ihe second scalp on their 1937 bell.

It was Ihe annual Bonaventure-t'anisins grid clas.sic, and 22,()()() fans, Ihe largest crowd in Ihe 
"Little 'I'hree” history were out at Bulfalo's new Boesch stadium to witness a full demonsiration of 
everything in the football cnrriciihmi. The Bonnies had a two-hand grasp on Ihe Bishop Turner 
trophy, and were the favorites in this twentieth meeting of Ihe Franciscan and .lesnil insliintions. 
For Ihe Iwenlielh lime, Ihe old "Little Three " adage (d'he favorite never wins) was convincingly 
proved as an inf'alliable doctrine.



Anything may happen in a “Little Three” game, this being a characteristic which makes the 
exhibitions of the three Catholic schools in \\ estern Xew York as fine as any in this land of oiirs.

At the outset, the Indians held the upper hand. Karly in the first period, Ted Stewart, fleet Bona 
back, found a hole inside tackle and on a fake reverse dashed into the clear. He was almost halted 
at midfield by a savage flying drive of a (iriffin tackier . . . the speedy Indian .squirmed into the 
clear once again . . .  it looked like a certain scoring dash. i\s he arrived at the Canisius forty, another 
opponent tackier, coming out of nowhere, viciously hit the veteran ball-carrier, and he fumbled as 
he tumbled.

Later in the gatne Hank Bunoski was away on the .same play that sent Stewart into the clear, 
but was hurled to the turf on the Canisius eleven with a crashing shoe-string tackle. This was our 
closest approach to the Criffin’s pay-olf stripe.

As the battle raged on, Canisius poured in fresh men at every quarter and every time a regular 
showed the faintest sign of tiring. In this was the story of our 11 to 0 defeat—Canisius reserves.

In defeat, the Bonnies, one of the most colorful teams to come to Buffalo, lost no pre.stige. The 
Beillymen had to go almost the entire game with their great ends, Steve (iilbert and “Hooks" 
Loeven sitting on the bench with injuries.

And now the grand finale, the end of a brilliant four-year regime for eleven great athletes, lumin­
aries whose names will be gloriously engraved in the Bonaventure hall of fame. The Mount St. 
.Mary's game also marked the grand entrance of a host of new men to the Bonaventure line-tqi. It 
was an unknown .\o. 10 who held the Mountaineers spell-bound all afternoon. The unknown No. 10 
was the .speedy and elu-sive Walter Carew, sophomore back, who twirled and whirled in Clem Faust 
style throughout the entire contest. This new hack made his debut into collegiate football by [)iling 
up a total of eighteen points on three touchdown canters.

In the third period, with the eleven veterans writing finis to their college football days under the 
Brown and W hite standard, Danny O’Donnell colorfully ended his career by executing a beautiful 
twenty-eight yard dro{) kick, which soared perfectly through the uprights for a final three-[)oiut 
marker. The curtain fell gloriously ending the season with a 22 to 0 victory.

This (inintet, sftorling three year service 
stripes, were determined to array the fotirth stripe hrilliantly with [triceless victorious gems. The 
resplendence of this linal stripe is evidenced by their all contpierahle, all \ictoriotis season.

Nine renowned foes, posse.ssing court skills and styles of all types, attemjtted to dethrone the 
highly-perfected Heillymen, atid nine foes fell under their masterful tactics.

"Po attempt nomination of individual snjterirtrity is an impossibility. Every member was a cham­
pion. This combination of unexcelled individual abilities, weaved into a highly mechanized unit 
distinguished itself as the greatest Bona live to don the Brown and W hite in many years.

(James were hooked with Long Island I niversity, acclaimed as supreme in eastern collegiate 
basketball circles, and (leorgetowii, another club of national ref)utation. As the time drew' near for 
those two major encounters, and the fame of the crack five S})read afar, our two renowned op[)onents 
favored cancellation of Bona encounters.

Assum[)tion college of Sandwich, Ontario, was first on the list to face Mike Beilly's hasketeers, 
who were inaugurating the greate.st season in the history of the Franciscan institution, since the 
golden era of the wonder live hack in the late twenties. The Brown took over the reitis early in the 
game, and proved their su|)eriority to a large crowd in the liutler Memorial gymnasium. The ,'58-2(r 
victory was featured by the hokus-j)okus drihhiing of I lank Bnnoski, w bile Steve ( lilhert and "I looks” 
Loeven look the scoring honors; the former with a total of 14, while the latter netted half that 
number.

With Broadway auditorium in Ifulfalo jammed to ca[)acity, the Brown Indians and 44ie Bur[)le 
Ixagles of Niagara engaged in their first seasonal court battle. The slightly favored "Eagles" vaiidy 
alteni[)ted to avenge the defeat of the football sea.son. The Beillymen dis|)layed ty[)i(al champion- 
shi[) sternne.ss in coming from behind to submerge the attacks of Iw'o sets of Bur[)le courlmen by a 
score of 11-10. 4Nvo "Iron- M en," (lilhert and Loeven, went the entire route, while the other three 
lirst stringers—Lahas, Bucinski and Bnnoski carried the entire as.signmeid with the exce[)lion of a 
three mimde [)au.se.

St. Thomas College of Scranton invaded Butler gymnasium in a des|)erate all('in|)l to check the 
ram[)age of the tomahawking Indians. Throughout the first half, the "Tomcats" succet'dcd notably 
well in their mission, but the second half was ample proof of the Bonnie su[)eriorily in ev(uy de- 
})artment.

In the closing minutes, Hank. Bunoski dazzled the “Tom 

mies ’ with a brilliant display of trick dribbling. As taps blew, 
the Bonnies had annexed their third consecutive victory by 
the score of 16-37.

Oown from Mount Hagle ridge came a Hock of determined
Kagles in a second attempt to end the victorious reign of 

the Brown Indians. This second meeting of the two “Little 
1 hree competitors was a great display of court mani[)ulations 

of all descriptions.
I he Indians got away to a fast start, and swished the nets 

lor li points, before the “Eagles" realized the game was on. 
Suddeidy, the tides turned and the “ Eagles” w'ere registering 
troni all angles. At halftim e the Bonnies led the Purple club 
by seven j)oints. The second half was close, uncomfortably 
close, but as time ran out, the Bonnies registered their \ o .  1 
victory 33-28.

“Bonas rise to unprecedented heights . . . Mike Beilly 
acclaimed nation’s sportsman.” How well the Bona-men 
avenged the defeat of that memorable afternoon last fall will 
be known only to the spellbound audience that witnessed the 
lirst Bonaventure-Canisius engagement. The 47-43 fifth con­
secutive Indian victory doesn’t tell the story.

Mike Beilly’s champions were at their peak. They smoth­
ered everything the (iriffins had. Canisius, alternating two 
complete outfits, hopelessly failed in checking the shower of 
Bonvaenture markers. Loeven turned in a great performance, 
retrieving the ball from both boards even in the presence of 
towering .foe Dudzick, feeding cutting team-mates with 
scoring passes.

In the second half, the Bona score neared the half century 
mark and the great sportsmanship of Mike Beilly saved the 
(iriflins from their most devastating set-back in the “Little 
44iree” history. At this point the second crew took over, 
enabling the Bulfalonians to tack on 24 points to their meager 
Id.

The Bona-nien .solemnly “shellacked 
Ihe (irilfs" 1.5 to 21, and for the (irsL time in a decade the 
Irofihy denoling “I.,ilLle d'liree’ supremacy reposed gloriously 
al Ihe alma mater of the famous “five iron men” of Bonaven- 
I me.

'I'he Brown Indians added the final two links lo their chain 
of victories, hy decisively snhmerging the Alfred .saxons on 
I wo occasions at two week intervals. The fiace of our first 
five was much loo strenuous for the Saxons, and the under­
studies carried on nohly in Ihe roles of Ihe masters.

Sieve (iilhert ranked second in district scoring with an 
average of 10.2. The Indians domirialed Ihe All-district haskel- 
hall aggregation with Loeven, (iilhc'rt and l3unoski meriting 
herlhs on Ihe first team. In compelilion with three major 
colleges, Syracuse, Cornell, and Colgate, the I nited Press in 
choo.sing an all-upstate team placed Loeven on Ihe lirst learn, 
Cilhert and Bunoski rated positions on the third team— 
Businski received honorahle mention.

Four of Ihe “iron men” and Ted Stewart have donned the 
Brown and White for the last time, riieir athletic achieve­
ments have glorified the history of Ihe Brown Indians. Hank 
Bunoski, the fifth member of the uncompierahle five, will 
return again next year to add more laurels to his splendid 
record.
