Reserve Officer Training Corps
& Its proud lineage at St. Bonaventure University

The Army ROTC has had a proud lineage and supportive relationship with St. Bonaventure University beginning in
1936 when F. Thomas Plassmann, then the university president, submitted an application to the United States War
Department requesting the establishment of an RO IC program on campus. Iraining began in September of 1936,
and in 1939 the first class of seven Second Lieutenants was commissioned as United States Army Officers. During
World War II, the Army Specialized Training Program (AS | P) temporarily suspended formal RO IC training when
the university acquired the same status as an Army camp along with all of the rules and regulations in force as Army
bases during the war. Robinson and Falconio residence halls were built as military barracks and are still used as
residence halls today. At the end of the war in 1945, the pre-war ROTC program was again instituted at St.
Bonaventure with all ROTC graduates being commissioned into the Field Artillery Branch. The year of 1970 saw
many significant changes in the Seneca Battalion. The University Board of Trustees voted to make RO TC an
elective, rather than mandatory as in the past years. New Second Lieutenants could now be commissioned into all
branches of the Army instead of just Field Artillery.

The University was awarded a $28,000 grant from IBM — one of only 20 awarded
in the United States — to use IBM’s Eclipse platform to develop a framework for a series of

Web-based programming contests for high school students.

The grant was proposed and orchestrated by Dr. David B. Levine and Dr. Steven K.
Andrianoff, two associate professors of computer science, this series of technological advances
will supplement the annual Eastern Invitational Computer Programming Contest, for which
St. Bonaventure welcomes high school students from all over the east coast.

The popularity of this contest is overwhelming and is “another example of how St. Bonaventure
lives in the Franciscan tradition of community that lies at its core: enriching the lives of others
through outreach to neighboring schools and communities, an outreach that will only be
widened through the capacity of the Internet, said Dr. RobertJ. Wickenheiser.

There will be four phases to this project, which will begin in spring 2003 and be completed by
July. Even through technology, Bonaventure stands out and continues to live in the Franciscan
way of life.

Academic excellence

Academic excellence and Franciscan values are the
twin pillars of a St. Bonaventure education. “The
University is making every effort to promote
academic excellence. One powerful way of sending
the message that we value academic excellence is to
tie academic achievement to registration privileges,”
said Dr. Frank E. “Skip” Saal, vice president for
academic affairs. Housing is another area which
will be affected by the program.

A Housing Advisory Committee was formed to
assist the development of this new campus wide
project. Led by Petrea Anderson, the committee is
made up of resident assistants, students, an SGA
representative, and Director of Housing Sonia
Ostrander.

Hopefully this will help students become more
focused on their classes while assisting the living
and registration process as well.

St. Bonaventure University is one of 39 colleges and universities nationwide —
and the only one in New York state — to receive a grant from Lilly Endowment Inc. for
programs to help prepare a new generation of leaders for church and society.

St. Bonaventure’s grant of nearly $2 million will support the Journey Project, an effort to
create a campus culture in which the faculty, staff, administrators and students give serious
consideration to issues of faith, service and vocation. The project’s goals are to inspire some
students to pursue religious careers in church leadership and encourage students who
choose secular careers to understand their work and volunteer commitments as forms of
ministry and become active lay leaders in their religious communities.

It’'s about learning that your mom and dad actually do have the right
answers sometimes, and that your kid sister isn’t such a dumb little kid anymore.
College is about learning how to treat people as people, not as stereotypes anymore.
Learning how to achieve, how to succeed, how to accomplish. It’s about learning
how to not come in first place and still be proud, and about coming in last and
learning how to admit that you could have done better.

College is about learning that loud parties don’t necessarily mean a good time.
Learning that loneliness doesn’t go away in a crowd, and that sometimes it’s OK to
be by yourself on a Friday or a Saturday night. It’s about learning that your
lunchtime crowd doesn’t constitute your popularity, and that popularity is all a
matter of perspective. It’'s about learning that boredom is simply laziness of the
mind, and that watching three hours of Thursday night NBC is not quality
relaxation time. College is about learning to pack a bag, how to pack a car, and how
to pack a room full of way too much stuff. Learning that people probably like you a
whole lot more than they’ll ever tell you, and that it’s your responsibility to make
sure your friends know how much you appreciate them. It's about learning that
simply doing what you’re supposed to do isn’t enough, you need to put forth twice
that much in order to fully grasp whatever it is that’s sitting in front ofyou. It’s
about learning how to make people smile.

College is about learning how to miss people enough to not stick them in the past,
and how to not miss them so much that it keeps you from moving into the future.
Learning how to motivate yourself and how to motivate others. Learning what

the phrase umake do” means, and how to use it to make it seem as if you're not
simply “making do.” It's about how to swear in all the different languages of your
class/floor/dorm/housemates.
